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Construction Begins on New Section of Deschutes River Trail  
 

Bend Park & Recreation District has received grant funding and notice to proceed on the 

construction of a new section of river trail from Pioneer Park to Revere Avenue. 

Construction will begin immediately by local contractor Pat Hodge Construction on a paver 

pathway that includes cantilevered decking along the river bank. This path will complete a 

vital link in the Deschutes River Trail and will be fully ADA accessible.  

 

The 50% matching grant of $62,326 comes from the federal Recreation Trails Program and is 

administered by the Oregon Park & Recreation Department. Total cost of the project is 

estimated at $124,308. In a May 2008 community wide survey, residents rated development 

of multi-use trails and preservation of natural areas along the Deschutes River as the highest 

priorities.
